Discussions Studies have demonstrated that polonium 210 (210Pg) and lead 210 (210Pb) deposits

accumulate in the lungs (a5 wel as the bones) of people exposed to cigarette smoke.
This includes both smokers and non-smokers wha inhale cigarette smoke. When
smoke exposure is continued for an extended period, deposits of radioactity can tum
Portal into localized "hot spots”, called biurications, in the bronchi. These 210P0 and 210Pb
components of cigarette smake emit highly localized alpha radiation in these *hot
spots* which has been shown to cause tumors and cancers in inhalation experiments
More Info with animals. It remains unclear what the relationship is between radioactive
carcinagens and the risk of cancer in leaf tabacco, tobacco smoke, and those
indviduals who inhale tobacco smoke. The importance of proper assessment
(including dose-response effects) of the risk to cigarette smokers and cigarette smoke
inhalers from radionuclides in the smoke cannot be overstated. Therefore, it would be
valuable to look at the strength of positive association between polonium exposure in
smoke and lung cancer risks.
